	The aim of this paper is to provide Information to the Clinical Quality Group on how the Trust has discharged its responsibility for ensuring safe nurse staffing across its in-patient wards and emergency units. The figures and graphs compare the expected staffing levels in the in-patient ward/departments for each day against the actual staff used by the Trust.

	Key Points to Note (Including any previous decisions taken)

	The Trust has now moved into a slight vacancy position for Band 5 nursing across all divisions.
This current stands at 24.59 or 1.3% vacancy rate.  Weston Division continue to have the
highest level of vacancy at 34.26 WTE. Whereas the Division of Medicine and the Children’s
Division continue to have a modest surplus of Band 5 staff. 

The band 5 turnover rate for March has decreased slightly to 7.1%. The band 2 & 3 turnover
rate has decreased to 11.2%. 

The level of substantive fill compared to Bank and Agency for March has remained the same at
84%. This continues to support the use of escalation areas wherever possible 

All divisions reported a noticeable increase in sickness particularly short term sickness in the
month of March. 

There is still a requirement to staff escalation areas at short notice, this is dynamically assessed
through the twice daily staffing meetings. 

Some ward rosters have been reviewed and updated during March following the ward moves in
the previous months. These have all now been rectified and removed from the system.

	Risks 
· The unpredictability in staffing of escalation areas and boarding beds increases the day-to-day operational risk that staff must manage.

· The has been a sustained increase in the ETOC demand in adult services that has been a challenge to manage. The ETOC project is now being rolled out across both sites to manage these patients in a more coherent way. 

Opportunities 

· This increase in substantive staffing has supported vacancies and where able decreased the requirement for agency staff to cover escalation areas and ED queues.
